The Brooms come out after a big day at the Nest

The Under 16’s in the meantime shaped up to Port Adelaide on the Main Diamond and immediately asserted themselves in a prelude to a crushing mercy result our way. The final game of the day at the nest was the Under 14/1 outfit on the Main Diamond who were pitted against a gallant but under-resourced Northern Districts team. The mercy result in our favour showed the gulf in experience between the teams. Across town at Sturt, our Under 14/2’s emerged victorious to complete a full book of results in our favour. Well done everyone, but let’s not rest on our laurels, there is much to be done still this season.

The two Andrews’ Eaglets hold Hawks at the nest
Having had to make the journey south last weekend, it was no doubt a great relief for all that this week’s match against the second South team was scheduled at home at the nest. In what can only be described as a see-sawing encounter, our youngest Eagles fought magnificently, to first hold and then pass the young Hawks in the final at bat. As always, it is just fantastic to see these youngsters, many of whom are in their first season of baseball, swing the bat, run the bases hard, throw strikes and back the pitcher up in the field to get the outs. Speaking to coach Scott after the game, he was pleased that the boys stuck to the game plan and were able to record the key runs to take out the match 11 to 7.

Little League Major Eagles move to outright first place
For the second week in a row, two undefeated teams lined up against each other. This time it was the Southern Districts Hawks who journeyed to the nest to pit themselves against this strong Eagle outfit. For the second week in a row, the Little League Major Eagles saw off the challenger, this time to the tune of a 13 – 0 win. After watching Curtis Mead start on the mound to young Griff Weber, it was obvious that the Hawk hitters were going to be in for a tough day. Curtis pitched with good velocity and location, making the Southerners swing the bat or pay the price. With the field backing the pitcher up, the base runners were held to account with the Eagles giving nothing away. When it was our turn at bat, those bats swung hard with Alex Martin, Jarrod Miller and Lachy Eichner all contributing. It was exciting to watch young Luke Marchioro run around in the Major team and it was hard to wipe the smile from his dial. Well done to the boys and to coaches Boydon and Mead on getting off to such a great start.

The final game of the day at the nest on Sunday saw the Under 14 Eagles prove too strong against an inexperienced and under resourced opponent from Northern Districts. From a pitching point of view, again, the fact that we held our opponents scoreless till an error in the final frame allowed a runner home, suggested that Mitch Duval (2 innings and 4 strikeouts), Declan Richter (2 and 6) and Sam McGarry (1 and 1) did the job required and threw the strikes we needed to get the outs. Burke’s Bombers too good

After having had a spell last weekend, Burke Weber’s Under 14/ 2 side returned to match play with a trip to Sturt against the other of Sturt’s two teams. It is very pleasing to report that the squad performed very well and were able to return with a solid 8 – 5 win on the back of pitching from Jonty Scharenberg, Jonah Byrnes and Rhys Nicol. Good all round performance from the team.

Eagle 16’s out muscle Magpies
In another mismatch, the Under 16’s lead by an outstanding all round game from Matt Scharenberg easily accounted for Port Adelaide in a resounding 17 – 0 result. Having lost intended starting pitcher Nico Vanderlinden to an injury suffered in the earlier Under 18 game, coaches Dineen and Puckett turned to the big left hander Matt Scharenberg to help us out, and what an emphatic performance he delivered, affirming once again, why he is one of the leading pitchers in Under 16 baseball and just what a prospect Major League Baseball will find him. In three shut out innings, the Magpie bats never came to terms with his speed and location. Eventually, coach Puckett decided that they had seen enough and gave Jack Hambly the chance to shut the game down and this he did with a well controlled 2 innings of shut out baseball. At the plate, the Eagles were no less emphatic, again underscored with strong hitting highlighted by an in the park home run to Matt Scharenberg and stand up triples to Matt and Brad Dedrick. Connor Foley, as ever the master of two strike hitting was able to get on with his clever placement to the left side. Mitch Duval filled in at second in the absence of Nico Vanderlinden forced Jack Hambly to short stop. Solid contributions in an all round effort too came from Tom Dineen, Nathan Byrnes and Tyler Mickan, and as ever the team was anchored brilliantly behind the dish by Ethan Haylock. Good job boys and on to the next challenge. We look forward to the return of Lucas Hunter whose prolonged absence through injury was exacerbated by another separate incident. 

Under 18’s slug it out with the Bays
Under enormous pressure from the week before when stand in coaches Vanderlinden, Dunn, Miller, Chapman established a 100 percent record in his absence, super coach Ettridge returned to face his former beloved Tigers in a rematch of last year’s qualifying final that rather spectacularly commenced our nose dive out of the premiership play off having lead the League all season. Nathan Vanderlinden, having hoist his colours last week did so again by making himself available for the Under 18’s before heading off to fulfil his Division 1 commitments, so too did proximity allow Dylan Chuck to play before heading off for his Division 2 game. Armed with this arsenal, coach Ettridge handed pitching duties to Nathan who started to Tom McGarry behind the dish, Joel Chapman at first, Scott Miller at second, Joel Ettridge at Short Stop, Mitch Harvey at third, Thomas Dunn at left, Dylan Duval at centre and James Spencer at right, leaving Dylan Chuck and Bryce Fulton to come in to pitch. Let me tell you Eagle supporters, this is one strong line up.

After last year’s final, it was not surprising that Glenelg were able to plate an early run having demonstrated that they have some hitting strength if our pitching was not precise. However, unlike the final, we were able to reply immediately with 3 runs of our own to go to a lead that we were never to relinquish. With solid hitting, we challenged their defense which largely held us in check, but the continual ability to get the ball in the right gap in the field meant that we were able to plate enough runs to put pressure on the Bays every time they came in to bat, and but for one mistake from Dylan Chuck that ended up on the roof of the Lockleys Football clubhouse on a marginal foul pole call, replays proving inconclusive and the call on the field stood, the defense remained solid all day. Joel Ettridge at Short Stop benefiting greatly from his added flexibility was very effective at Short Stop, Dylan Chuck pitched beautifully when he came in to the game and Bryce Fulton put the exclamation mark with a fiery burst to shut down the game in the eighth inning. Final score 8 – 2 was a good reflection of the game and a sigh of relief from coach Ettridge.
